READY 10 RIDE?

GET YOUR BICYCLE READY TO RIDE! TAKE THE BIKE CHECK CHALLENGE!

*_/ Before you ride, check to see that your bike is properly maintained and ready for the road!

FRAME & FIT
SEAT, PEDALS __ Not too big & not too small BIKE LIGHTS
& HANDLEBARS ., __ Not bent, dented or cracked / __ Fresh batteries
__Tight \
REFLECTORS BRAKES
__Tight __ Stop smoothly
___White in front __No worm hand-brake pads
__Redin back

WHEELS __Not too loose
__No loose or broken spokes No rust
__No bent rims " Oiled

__Inflated correctly
__No worn tread
__No cracks

PROTECT YOUR MELON!

Always wear a helmet!

RIDE ON THE RIGHT!

Go with the flow of traffic, and always ride
on the right side of the street!

KEEP YOUR RIDE SMOOTH!

Keep your bicycle properly maintained!

AVOID THE BLIND 5POT!

Ride where you can be seen! Don’t ride on
the right side of cars near an intersection
or driveway!

PON'T RUN THE RED!

Respect the traffic signal! Don’t run RED
lights!

STOP MEANS STOP!

Follow the signs! Don’t run STOP signs!

PON'T GET DOORED!

Keep safely away from parked cars!
