Shortly after Phoenix voters authorized the expansion of Phoenix Civic Plaza in November of 2001,
Phoenix City Manager Frank Fairbanks created a Civic Plaza Expansion Advisory Committee. The
committee initially made recommendations to help the City make well-informed decisions as it planned
new convention and meeting facilities to meet the needs of the community, stimulate economic impact,
and generate tax and operational revenues. The committee is now charged with providing feedback
during the construction process and meets on an as-needed basis. It is made up of representatives
from the hospitality industry, downtown businesses, business partners, and state and city executives.
