If you have curbside collection, crews will only pick up piles If you have alley collection, place pile along the alley
placed close to the edge of your property, which must be at wall. Avoid touching wall and blocking alley access.
least 5 feet away from fixed objects.

Place along alley wall.

Do not place piles on top of water meters.

DO:

-/ Follow the dates for bulk trash placement.

Note these Changes' V4 Sweep or rake area after collection,

Service is not provided on the following dates. if necessary.

Cut tree trimmings down to less than 12"
in diameter and 4" in length.

-/ Place broken down cardboard in your
recycle container.

Q More than 20 cubic yards in your pile,
which is similar to the size of a SUV.
